Winter/Snow Update
As a reminder, State Law prohibits plowing snowooot ACROSS a public road and/or leaving
snow piles on the road right of way. Please pasivgiles back so they do not cause an accident or
equipment damage as you may be held liable. Napesisall park any vehicle, motorized or non-
motorized, within any part of the traveled portafra Road Right-of-Way at any time during or after
a snowfall until the entire traveled portion of fReght-of-Way is plowed to its customary width.

*On service days, place garbage and recycling hileast 4 feet from the shoulder of the road tc
avoid being hit by snowplow and grader equipment.

*On non-service days, do not leave your garbageaycling bins on the side of the road.

*Our crews try to plow our roads as quickly andoften as possible. You can help. Anything
parked in the right-of-way - cars, trucks, snownhedjidocks, boats, RV'’s - slows down the plows
and is a hazard to our drivers and equipment.

Corinna Township has an ordinance explaining whallowed and what is not. In extreme cases, a
violator may have their property removed or towed a ticket issued. The Town Board ho/pes

everyone will voluntarily comply with the rules.

VACATION RENTAL REGISTRATION/PERMITTING REQUIREMENT S

The vacation rental regulations first adopted inyM&20 and which became fully effective on
January 1, 2021. After a year to gain some expegienth the new regulations, the Township
has adopted several amendments to the vacatical cgdinance and the new language was
adopted in February 2022. Annual vacation remgistration forms are needed for all vacation
rentals.

ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY
No person shall place, maintain, or allow any alzdion in a Right-of-Way. Prohibited items
include, but are not limited to, retaining wallen€es, posts, structures, piled materials, hay
bales, vehicles, trailers, campers, boats, pontawtks, boat houses, fish houses, equipment,
junk, or any other items that interfere with théesase or maintenance of the Right-of-Way. No
one may plant crops, trees, bushes, or shrubsnaathight-of-way. No one may place watering
systems or sprinkler heads within a right-of-way.

(=@MAILBOX REMINDER =
Please make sure your mailbox post is in good ¢mmdi Check to see that it is firmly in the
ground. Pressure from plowed snow can knock ovettad mailbox post. Mailboxes should be
set 42” to 45” from road surface to the bottomhe mailbox or point of mail entry. Mailboxes
will only be repaired or replaced if the mailboxpport was damaged by a direct hit from
township equipment and if the mailbox support méstsownship’s standards. Mailbox
supports (swing-away type) are available for puseh@nd installation) from the township.
